CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract 

The contract will consist of the supply of information and communication technology and related equipment required by the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Water Management.

The Directorate for Agrarian Payments, located in Šabac, is the final beneficiary of the equipment to be delivered and/or installed within the MAFWM. The Directorate (or IPARD Agency or Paying Agency) is needed to implement the agricultural policy reform programmes, adapt to the EU Common Agricultural Policy and disburse IPARD pre-accession aid. The Agency is one of the key institutions in securing European and national budget funds for preserving and developing rural areas and strengthening agricultural markets.
The Directorate has been recently established and the offices inaugurated in October 2009. The equipment to be delivered is needed in order to make the Directorate fully operational.

8. Eligibility and rules of origin 
Participation is open to all legal persons [participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers] which are established in a Member State of the European Union or in a country or territory of the regions covered and/or authorised by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed (see item 22 below). All goods supplied under this contract must originate in one or more of these countries. Participation is also open to international organisations. Participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
The Contracting Authority has authorized a full derogation from the rule of origin as mentioned above for the following items:

· MFP printer

· Colour laser printer

· GPS

· UPS
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Supply Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contracts procedures for EC external actions.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the supplies required in the tender dossier.

11. Tender guarantee

Tenderers must provide a tender guarantee of EUR 20,000.00 when submitting their tender. This guarantee will be released to unsuccessful tenderers once the tender procedure has been completed and to the successful tenderer(s) upon signature of the contract by all parties. This guarantee will be called upon if the tenderer does not fulfil all obligations stated in its tender.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 10% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders.
15. Period of implementation of tasks
The implementation period during which all items described in the Technical Specifications have to be supplied, delivered, installed (as required) and commissioned (as required) and during which the training is to be provided (as required) is 180 days starting from the day of the issuance of the Commencement Order by the Contracting Authority and ending with the Provisional Acceptance.

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
The following selection criteria will be applied to tenderers. In the case of tenders submitted by a consortium, these selection criteria will be applied to the consortium as a whole:

The tenderer shall demonstrate that it has completed (i.e. final acceptance certificate has been issued or equivalent
), within the three year period prior to the deadline for submission of tenders, at least two (2) contracts/projects in fields related to this contract, where the tenderer's proportion of the contract/project is equal to or more than EUR 500,000.00.

An economic operator may, where appropriate and for a particular contract, rely on the capacities of other entities, regardless of the legal nature of the links which it has with them. It must in that case prove to the Contracting Authority that it will have at its disposal the resources necessary for performance of the contract, for example by producing an undertaking on the part of those entities to place those resources at its disposal. Such entities, for instance the parent company of the economic operator, must respect the same rules of eligibility and notably that of nationality, as the economic operator.
